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     Jessie Royer Greaves moved her  School from King 
of Prussia to its current location in Paoli in 1940.  We 
wonder if she ever imagined  the changes her School  
has undergone since that time. 
 
THEN:  The Main House was relatively new-only 36 
years old-and it was everything.  It was the dormitory, 
classrooms, kitchen, dining hall, offices and Dr. 
Greaves’ residence. 
NOW:  We have the Lion Hall dormitory, Peyton Hall 
education building with cafeteria and dining hall, Florig 
Activities  Center with gymnasium and indoor pool, 
Perry Building with the Adult Training Facility and edu-
cation classrooms.  The Main House is used for offices, 
conference rooms, the laundry, storage and staff quar-
ters. 

*************** 
THEN:  Perry Building was a carriage house.  It was the 
only other structure on the property and used only for 
storage. 
NOW:  Perry Building has been renovated and houses 
the Adult Training Facility and education classrooms. 

*************** 
THEN:  Teachers worked 24 hours a day, seven days a 
week.  They lived at the School, in the Main House, and 
one or two students lived with them in their room, they 
were the care givers as well as the teachers.  They had 
off every third weekend and one afternoon a week. 
NOW:  Teachers work 180 school days, 25 Extended 
School Year days and two in-service days a year.  The 
residential program is staffed with rotating shifts provid-
ing 24 hour awake coverage. 

*************** 
THEN:   Technology consisted of manual typewriters, 
carbon paper and the telephone (there was one for the 
entire school).  Students used a slate and stylus, Perkins 
Braillers and the abacus.  
NOW:  Today there are computers, scanners, fax ma-
chines, pagers and cell phones.  Students use computers 
with synthesized voice, CCTVs, talking calculators, 
voice switches, light boxes and electronic Braillers.   

     Myrnaloy graduated on June 17, 2005.  She enrolled 
at Royer-Greaves on July 17, 1995 as a residential edu-
cation student.  It was a lucky day for Myrnaloy when, 
in 1998, she met Carl and Maryjane Hahn, who agreed 
to be her surrogate parents for her education program.  
Her program has included music therapy, speech and 
language therapy, orientation and mobility training, life 
skills, occupational therapy and physical education.  
Myrnaloy  has attended the Chester County Association 
for the Blind Sheltered Workshop for the development 

of her vocational 
skills.  Music ther-
apy is her favorite 
activity during the 
school day. 
     M y r n a l o y ’ s 
biggest accom-
plishment has 
been the develop-
ment of leisure 
time activities in 
the residential pro-
gram.  In addition 
to her enjoyment 
of music, she likes 
to take walks and 

hikes, swim and go places in the community.  She en-
joys traveling by car and her favorite trip activity is des-
sert night. 
     A member of the Royer-Greaves Players, Myrnaloy 
has participated in the School’s productions.  She has 
attended Special Olympics at the County level almost 
every year.  Myrnaloy is a member of Venture Post 
#103 and has attended the annual Camporee at Camp 
Ware. 
         Prior to graduation Myrnaloy began her transition 
program into the Adult Training Facility where she en-
rolled following graduation.  Myrnaloy continues to re-
side at Royer-Greaves School for Blind.

THE CAPITAL REPAIRS AND UP-
GRADES PROGRAM AT RGS 

     The Capital Repairs and Up-Grades Program 
was begun in 2004 to address the needs of the six 
buildings and thirteen acres that comprise the RGS 
campus.    We have been able to accomplish many 
things during the first year of the program and the 
highlights include: 
· Removal of asbestos in the Main House base-

ment with the installation of new insulation.  
This was the last asbestos to be removed from 
the property. 

· Perry Building received a new above ground oil 
tank.  The lines to the old in-ground tank were 
compromised and the old tank was removed, 
the ground tested and the hole was filled.  The 
new tank rests on a new slab. 

· Two back flow prevention valves were installed 
for the water lines bringing water onto the cam-
pus. 

· Perry Building received new upper and lower 
roofs., with new gutters and downspouts 

Our goals for this program during FY2005/2006 are 
to replace and upgrade the smoke detector/fire 
alarm systems in both Lion Hall and Peyton Hall, 
install new gutters and downspouts at the Florig 
Activities Center, install a new oil tank at Lion Hall 
and repave the parking lots.
